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Perform an experiment to show that the sun produces heat that can be converted into energy. 

For this experiment, you will need:


 two plastic bottles – one painted white and the other painted black 


 two balloons to fit over the bottle tops 

Procedure:


Place a balloon over each bottle top, making sure it is an air-tight seal. 


Put both bottles outside in bright sun. 


After a short while, the balloon on the black bottle will start to inflate. 


The balloon on the white bottle will not. 


By touching the bottles, you will see that the black bottle feels warmer.
